Public participation:
A parishioner attended and spoke about the Chancel Repair Liability which had been served on him. He handed out papers to Councillors and highlighted that the press were now involved.

Apologies for absence:
Cllr T Casswell (work), Unitary Cllrs M Shineton (who hoped to arrive late) and G Butler both attending prior meeting. It was RESOLVED to accept these apologies.

It was RESOLVED that the minutes were signed as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

Matters Arising from the minutes: 
(a)  Progress report from Clerk:

School bus:

Prior to the school holiday the Arriva bus was once again picking up/dropping off in The Square. It is felt that the PC has gone as far as they can with this.

A complaint was also received that the Lacon Childe bus was dropping children off through the village on its way back to the depot – Station Road and beyond. This was queried and it appears that the driver uses this route back to the depot and SC has no control of which way it goes back.

It also appears that the Oldbury Wells mini bus drops children off in The Square!

Despite all the efforts put into trying to get the drop off /pick up points altered for safety reasons this has failed.

It was felt that this matter should be left at present as Clerk has spent a lot of time on this matter.

Potholes:

Numerous complaints have been received and have all been reported to SC who will fill these a.s.a.p. Andy’s response this morning as follows:

They are finishing off the potholes on the Bagginswood road today and then they will be moving onto my quarterly inspection list which includes many of the lanes in the parish. I will also be carrying out my monthly inspections later this week so any defects still remaining on these routes will be picked up and passed to Ringway to repair. 

I haven’t found out who owns the land at Random castle, I think Graham spoke to Madge about it but I am unsure what the outcome of the conversation was.
Chorley speeding/signage etc:
A meeting has been arranged for tomorrow (Tuesday 25th February) 9.00am meeting on Chorley Village Hall with Alice Dilly and Glen McGrandle. All welcome!

Parking school/Glebe Drive:

Jez Morris has agreed to meet tomorrow (Tuesday 25th February) at 3.15pm to look at parking problems. All welcome!

Willowdene account:

I have not sent the cheque as there was an item on the invoice for ‘specialist machine hire’ and I have asked what this was. This was a machine they hired and used to clear Sidbury Bank – all in agreement with SC.

Dumped car:

A car appeared to have been dumped at Glebe Drive. This was reported and was removed but no one seems to know who it belonged to or who took it!

Clerk had given details in Clerk’s report but also confirmed that Andy had just carried out his monthly inspection and there are over 300 potholes in this area’

Church clock – no quote received and Vicar had told Clerk last Tuesday that he would chase it.

d) Precept confirmation – email received acknowledgment of precept request.
e) Ipad information:
Clerk confirmed that she had been to PC World and after advice it was felt that the Microsoft Surface would be ideal for what is required as Word is included and a memory stick could be used with this tablet so therefore files could be taken to meetings on the memory stick. The cost is £279 for a 32mg and £299 for 64mg and then £109 to buy a keyboard which also acts as a cover for the tablet. Insurance is on top of this. Clerk had checked and PC World will accept a PC cheque providing the Clerk signs this in store.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk goes to PC World and purchases this tablet at the costs provided and a cheque is signed for this.
