Matters Arising from the minutes:

(a)  Progress report from Clerk:

School bus:

There has once again been a problem with the Arriva bus picking up/dropping off in The Square. Clerk had telephoned Arriva 4 times before they managed to get the message through to the drivers. The Lacon Childe bus only uses the BUS STOP now and Oldbury Wells collect pupils from their properties – Clerk had not heard that they are dropping off pupils in The Square.

This request to Arriva meant that Clerk received a very unpleasant telephone call from a parishioner making accusations and pointing out that cars are parking dangerously in The Square and also reversing out of a drive onto the bend. Clerk promised to bring this up at the next PC meeting and also invited the parent to attend.

It was RESOLVED that the Chairman should send a letter to the parishioner with a copy to SC and the Police pointing out the problems and also that any unpleasantness towards the Clerk will not be tolerated.

Dog control orders:

Clerk has received a positive comment from a dog owner congratulating the PC on the newsletter and hoping that this will work as most mornings he has to clean someone else’s dog mess up off the bottom of his drive/lawn. 

Church clock:

A lively debate took place regarding this matter and concern was expressed that a large amount of land in the parish is being devalued due to papers being served on landowners.

It was also agreed to invite the Vicar and a member of the Hereford Diocese to attend the Annual Parish meeting in April to speak about this problem.

Parish matters/problems

a) Parish problems:
· Roads getting worse – potholes cannot be seen with so much rain.

· Water running off fields which is causing flooding in places.

· Duddlewick/Bold road flooding badly and potholes.

· Hedge at Burnt Pitt bend needs cutting back. Clerk pointed out that this has been cut but it is still felt that this overhangs the bend.

· Sign at Sidbury pointing the wrong way to Bridgnorth.

· New sign for Stottesdon is whipping in the wind and needs strengthening.

· Drain cover raised on the road in the woods between the Highlands and Overton.

b) Parish Watch:
Break in at Random Castle – access gained through a triple glazed window while the owners were out for just 2 hours – laptop and jewellery taken.

Camper van had been parked on verge on the Bagginswood/Harcourt road for 2.5 days before this incident took place – details fed into Police. Occupant said he was a ‘camper’.
c) Community Right to Bid:
It was RESOLVED to put a ‘marker down’ for the school playing field and old Fox and Hounds car park.

Item 9: Unitary Cllr’s report:

Cllr Shineton apologised for late arrival due to prior meeting and reported on the following:

· Oak Farm, Ditton Priors being transferred to Ditton Priors Community Land Trust.

· STAR Housing information newsletter.

· Grants – levering in though Local Enterprise Partnership – bid in for European money

· Flood Risk – 8 different sections.

· Grants/Loans – SC for small businesses to contact Carol Ewells.

· Data Protection.

· Discussions taking place on current Public Protection – Licensing and Planning.

· Financial strategy – warnings money not to be spent unless contracted!

· SC in enormous difficulties - £40m needs to be saved this year.

It was pointed out that Willowdene through the Lengthsman Scheme had opened up our roads recently on 2 occasions which saved the SC time/money. Clerk was asked to write and point out the value/importance of this scheme to Clare Wild, James Walton and Chris Edwards.

Clerk mentioned that a resident had been in touch with the school due to the damage being caused with vehicles parking on the grass in Glebe Drive. The school had apparently put an item in the newsletter once again. Whilst it is appreciated that spaces are limited vehicles are parking partly on the grass/drive causing problems for other drivers when there are empty spaces which could be used. It was RESOLVED that the Clerk writes to STAR Housing regarding this matter as the land belongs to them.
