Parish Council meeting held on 28th November 2016

Present: Cllrs Barrett (Chairman), R Abbiss, S Crawford, S Allen, J Hill.

Unitary Councillor Cllr M Shineton.

1) Public Participation: none present

2) Declaration of interests: none declared.

3) Apologies for Absence: Clerk (ill), D Young (holiday), B Hamilton Russel (dispensation) Agreed to accept the apologies. Adel Millington (resigned)

All agreed that Cllr R Abbiss take the minutes in the absence of the clerk.
4) The minutes of the meeting held on 24th October 2016 were agreed: proposed Cllr S Allen 2nd Cllr J Hill All agreed.

5)  Matters arising from the minutes: 

Progress report from the clerk: 2 vacancies now as no new councillors have come forward. 

Bakehouse Lane Footpath: Chairman still has to speak to the landowners.
Clerk has started to update the website.
There has been no feedback from Mrs Livesey following the recent letter.

The litterbin at Chorley Chapel is to be moved to the agreed position following Ringway putting it in the wrong place.

The BT phone box is redundant in Stottesdon. After discussion it was decided that the PC will not purchase it.

6) Planning Applications.

a) Western Power 3 phase to Lower Bardley Cottage all were happy to agree to this. Proposed and seconded and agreed
Permissions/ refusals Ref 16/14/164 FUL Yew Tree Farm Chorley Livestock building – grant permission. Re f. 16/04046/ FUL Mass House Farm Stottesdon Granary building to residential dwelling – grant permission. 

7) SALC Report Recent AGM was reported on by Hazel and Rosemary. Ben Hamilton Bailey gave an interesting presentation on traffic control. Food for thought! CE of NALC gave an interesting talk as did the Finance person of NALC he discussed the finance changes that apply to all of us
As regards the AGM itself: the changes to the Constitution were agreed with no comment. P McLaughlin was elected as President for another year. Although the constitution allows for 5 Vice Presidents only 4 were elected – C Mellings, E Humphries, M Shineton and P Dee
Additional information was that our Parish Plan needs updating.

8) Unitary Councillors report – 

Cllr Shineton reported on the following: 

Town & Parish Council forum meeting – responsibilities  re the transfer of services.
SC is designing a new contract on environmental maintenance. The contract will point out the legal responsibilities.

The Local Plan is being reviewed then the core strategy and lastly the neighbourhood plans and parish plans.

It was decided that we need to look at grass cutting as a whole at the January meeting
Future fit: it is hoped that there will be a consultation out the second week of December.

SC is setting up a task and finish group on planning.

9) Financial Matters
Clerks Salary Bank transfer, HMRC £128.98 Proposed, seconded and all agreed.

Cllr S Allen initialised the bank statement.

Precept: Clerk to let all councillors have a copy of last year’s well before the next meeting so that thought can be put into the matter before agreeing any costs.

10) Parish problems: Wribley bank and Moon house bank road surface deteriorating even more, Grit bin on Bakers bank damaged, SC are going to replace this when they have a delivery of bins.

Salt and grit piles are no longer to be placed on the verge side of roads. The dog at Willowdene has been loose again and people are afraid of it. Fly tipping at Prescott; Letters on signpost at the top of the Batch bank are peeling off. The drains are blocked down this bank and there is a build-up of silt and chippings at the bottom of this bank. There is a need for a grit bin at the Alms-house bank, part way down – possibly this will need digging into the bank? Hall Orchard corner – by J Harris’ SC have failed to repaint the white line in centre of road after resurfacing.

10b) Parish Watch – Nothing significant to report except a small red van has been around asking to buy batteries!

11) Correspondence A number of emails have been forwarded by the clerk including 3 road closures by Scotia Developments for broadband.

NHF monitoring report – we do have some CIL money £2301.95
A Millington’s resignation as a school governor was noted and held over to the next meeting for us to recommend a replacement.

Pension for the clerk – we noted the staging date is 1st January 2017. This needs fairly urgent attention so when the clerk is feeling stronger this needs to be pursued.
