To confirm minutes of the meeting held on 23rd April, 2012:
It was RESOLVED that the minutes be accepted as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

Matters Arising from the minutes:

Japanese Knotweed – after some discussion Clerk will ask Matt Home if he is clearing this from the land by the Church and also ask Matt regarding the position of the land and access. Clerk was also asked to confirm with Rev Resch that Matt Home is treating the Japanese Knotweed.
(a)  Clerk’s progress report:

SC Asset register:

Following the last meeting Clerk has asked Chris Edwards about adding land etc onto the SC Asset Register and the reply has been that they are not sure if this is in place yet and the query was forwarded to Andrew Stirling on 1st May. No further information received.

Dog fouling:

SC emailed to say that they would be doing a patrol in the area but did not want this ‘advertising’. Clerk confirmed that this had now taken place and Officers had talked to some people in the Parish and would arrange for the dog faeces to be cleaned up in Station Road and for signs to be erected
RDA letter:

Clerk emailed this letter out to everyone. Cllrs Shineton and Hamilton-Russell have sent funding request details on to this group.

Jubilee coins:

There has been a very poor response asking for coins for children in the parish.

Clerk had a phone call last night from Rev Colin Resch asking if the PC had any spare coins/details of where he could get some from in order that any ‘visitors’ to the events could be given one.

Discussions took place regarding this and it was RESOLVED that coins are being provided for children in the parish only and would not support this suggestion of coins for ‘visitors’.

Clerk will contact Rev Resch regarding this.

Audit:

Val Hill has collected the minutes in order to start the internal audit and says this will be completed within the time scale required.

Printer:

Clerk reported that she has been having problems over the last week with the printer. After discussions it was RESOLVED that the Clerk looks into costs of a new printer to include printing up to A3 but to check size of printer which Clerk will have to accommodate. 

Parish Plan:

Cllr Parsons has completed this and Clerk has put the revised title page together but has had problems emailing it out probably due to the file being too big. Clerk has also had problems putting this onto website but hopes tomorrow to ask for help from SC to do this. Clerk was hoping to give Cllr Barratt a ‘hard copy’ for printing but as she is not able to attend the meeting will arrange to let her have this either hard copy or copied to a disc.

(b)  Bus shelter quotations:
Clerk gave details regarding the costs of purchasing a bus shelter and it was discussed where to site it in Chorley. It was felt that perhaps it would be better put on the land next to the Stotty Strolls notice board adjacent to the Village Hall car park as this is where the bus turns rather than on the road side verge by the Duck Inn. It was RESOLVED to write to the Village Hall asking for their permission and also ear mark funding with SC.

(c) Reply re school field enquiry:
Clerk read reply from Mr Watkins confirming that he was not interested in selling/leasing the land at the rear of Glebe Drive now or in the future and asked that his name was removed from further consultation.

Chairman confirmed that enquiries had been made as land was up for sale at Burnt Pitt Farm but appropriate land for school use was not available.

(d) SC – Enforcement re: dog fouling:
Dealt with earlier.

c) Construction of a steel portal frame agricultural building for housing cattle – Harcourt Farm, Chorley. App. No: 
No objections were raised to this application. It was RESOLVED to fully support this.

d) Alterations in association with conversion of main barn to two dwellings (amendment to previous approved listed building consent 10/02998/LBC) – Chorley Manor, Chorley. App. No:

Cllr Abbiss declared a personal interest at Chairman of SALC.

Cllr Abbiss reported as follows:

· PC should look into the provision of projector etc for use at meetings.

· Election costs will be £2 per elector maximum plus advertising.

· Executive meeting was attended by Paul Sutton, Shropshire Housing Group who talked about trying to save the pub at Neenton. This will be achieved by building homes on adjoining land to include social and open market housing. CIL money will then be used to open the pub under ‘community ownership’ to include shop and post office.
· SALC Ball to be held at Wroxeter Hall on 26th October @ £25 per ticket to include meal/dancing and Jan Snell and John Ward awards. Booking essential as numbers are limited. There will then be a Localism conference instead of the normal AGM at a later date.
· SC ‘Code of Conduct’ – this should be sent out shortly to Clerks for comments.

· Tipper lorry driving fast along Neen Savage/Bagginswood road and also causing road edge damage.

· Outside parish – Hinton road –numerous potholes in the vicinity of Haywood Farm.

· Pothole appeared on Burnt Pitt Bank.

· Road sign from The Square in Stottesdon is at present being repaired together with the arm from the finger post at The Baytree.
