To confirm minutes of the meeting held on 19th March 2012:
Page 737 – Fox and Hounds car park – the word ‘arena’ should be added to the last sentence and also that the sentence be deleted regarding enforcement before being published. Clerk pointed out that this was the information given but this could be blocked out before being published on the website.

Matters Arising from the minutes:
(a)  Progress report:

Comments were made regarding the new contract for road repairs – it is hoped that SC will ensure that the repairs are of a higher standard. RESOLVED to monitor these repairs.

Place Plan – it was agreed to write to Jake Berriman at SC and request that Stottesdon Parish is added to Cleobury Mortimer Place Plan and not included in Bridgnorth area. Clerk was asked to point out that in our comments on the Samdev and in our Parish Plan it has always been stated that Stottesdon and Sidbury should be put with Cleobury Mortimer.

SC Register for Community Assets mentioned at the Annual Parish meeting. It was RESOLVED to write to SC and ask for further details regarding adding to this.

Parish matters/problems:

 a) Parish problems
· Branch sticking out of hedge at the top of Walton Bank – large vehicles might catch this

· Footpath signs missing from Lower Overton area

· Arm still missing from fingerpost in the village centre

· Give Way sign knocked down at the bottom of Almshouse Bank/Loughton junction

· Dog faeces – Mr Dayus at Burnt Pitt Farm telephoned Clerk regarding the amount round the Harcourt road and also bagged faeces is being thrown over into his field – this is a danger to animals grazing in the field. Walkers are not keeping to the designated footpath when walking their dogs and they are also allowing dogs to foul the fields. It was RESOLVED to write and ask Chris Edwards about this as he did promise to look into the Bye Laws following the meeting last week.
Clerk pointed out that the children waiting for the school bus in Chorley have nowhere to shelter when raining and wondered if the PC could look into providing a bus shelter. Possible suggestions for siting this being either the Duck Inn car park or Chorley Village Hall car park (where the bus turns). Clerk had made enquiries with SC and there are grants of 75% towards the cost available. It is thought the cost of a wooden bus shelter is in the region of £2500 + base – available from Tim Preece at Cleobury Mortimer.

It was RESOLVED that the Clerk make enquiries regarding the costs

 b) Parish Watch
Cllr Hamilton-Russell declared a personal interest as co-ordinator.
Chairman reported that although our parish was quiet at the moment Mr Jones at Low Farm, Farlow had reported an incident on Easter Day at 7pm when a vehicle drove into the farm, tooted the horn and when approached said that their SATNav had directed them there and that they were lost but did not appear to know where they were going. Car registration number fed into Police.
c) Parish Plan
Cllr Parsons asked what the reaction had been to this at the Annual Parish meeting.

Clerk pointed out that a parishioner had asked why there wasn’t a column for ‘action and by whom’.

Cllr Parsons said that this had been left out as the information would be out of date in a couple of months.
After discussions it was suggested that a comment be inserted into the plan stating that the responsibility/progress would be updated on the website.
Cllr Barratt had offered to print these off and it was agreed that 100 copies would be printed and deposited at the Shop/Dr’s Surgery/Pubs/Heath Farm Meats/Churches. Clerk had put photographs on the front page but was asked if a picture of Sidbury Church could be included then the whole of the Parish is covered.

It was also agreed to email a copy of this to Jake Berriman pointing out where it states ‘hub’.

It was RESOLVED to approve this Parish Plan with these comments being noted and the Chairman thanked Cllr Parsons for all her work.

Cllr Abbiss pointed out that Paul Haydon had offered to make signs for the Village. After discussions it was RESOLVED that the Chairman speaks to Rev Colin Resch to find out how things are progressing and if the PC could assist in any way.
