Annual Parish Council meeting held in Chorley Village Hall on Monday 17th May 2010 at 7.30pm.

Public participation:

No public present.

01.
Retiring Chairman’s comments:

Chairman thanked all fellow Councillors for their help and support over the past year and for the happy and co-operative way in which the Council carries out its duties and for the various areas of expertise.

He confirmed that if it was the wish of fellow Councillors he was prepared to carry on for a further year.

02.
Election of Officers:

Chairman: Cllr Hamilton-Russell was proposed by Cllr Shineton, seconded by Cllr Griffiths.  No further nominations received.  It was RESOLVED that Cllr Hamilton-Russell be elected as Chairman.

Declaration of acceptance of Office signed.

Vice-Chairman: Chairman thanked Cllr Abbiss for her help and support during the past year. Cllr Abbiss proposed Cllr Griffiths as Vice-Chairman, seconded by Cllr Shineton.  No further nominations. It was RESOLVED that Cllr Griffiths be elected as Vice-Chairman. Cllr Griffiths signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office.
Charity Trustees: These are at present Mr John Williamson and Mr Derek Tranter. Cllr Abbiss pointed out that Mr Williamson had indicated that after a donation to crucial Crew this year the accounts will be clear of funds and therefore there will be no further need for Trustees.  It was RESOLVED that Mr Williamson and Mr Tranter carry on this year as Trustees.
Cllr Shineton pointed out that the Parish Council should consider putting money into the precept in November for the Crucial Crew as this was a great benefit to the school children.

To elect other committees/representatives

ALC Area Committee representatives: RESOLVED that Cllrs Abbiss and Griffiths continue to represent the Parish Council.

School Governor: RESOLVED that Cllr Abbiss continues to represent the Parish Council until her term of office ends – this to be confirmed.

Personnel/Complaints Committee: It was RESOLVED that Cllrs Abbiss, Griffiths and Barratt be elected.
Appeals Committee: It was RESOLVED that Cllrs Parson, Newsham and Davies be elected to this committee.

Local Joint Committee representative: It was RESOLVED that Cllr Newsham and Hamilton-Russell (substitute) carry on as the PC representatives.
Parish Plan: it was RESOLVED that Cllr Parsons be the ‘lead officer’ for the updating of the Parish Plan. It was agreed that an item be put in the next newsletter asking for volunteers to update this.

These had already been signed after election.

Apologies for absence:

Cllr Home (health), S Cllr G Butler (family bereavement). RESOLVED to accept apologies.

Declaration of interests:

Cllr Hamilton-Russell declared a personal interest in item 11b (Parish Watch) as co-ordinator.

Cllr Abbiss declared a personal interest in item 13 ALC report as Chairman of ALC.

Minutes of meeting held on 26th April 2010:

It was RESOLVED that these be accepted as a true record and were signed by the Chairman.

08.
Matters Arising from the minutes:

a) Clerk’s progress report:
Stotty Strolls Accounts:

These are not available from SC and they have forwarded our request to Chris Tibbits but these have still not been received - copies of email received forwarded to all councillors.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk write to SC asking them for copies of the accounts and the procedures to which P3 groups comply with.

Chorley Village Hall accounts:

Copies of the email received from Clare Tibbits regarding this sent to all councillors.  It appears that if we want to see the accounts then we will have to look on the Charity Commissioner’s website.  Accounts do not have to be provided to Charity Commissioner’s if the annual return is below £10,000 threshold.

The Charity Commissioners say that under s43 of the Charity Act 1993 accounts should be provided within 2 months of the receipt of the request, with a reasonable admin charge being made. If not then whoever made the request can write to the Charity Commissioner’s confirming that the request has not been met and they then will contact the Charity concerned.

It was RESOLVED to wait until the 2 months is up and then write to the Charity Commissioner’s and ask for detailed accounts.

Litter Bin:

The email sent to all Councillors received from Chorley Village Hall has been sent to SC.

Dr’s Surgery disabled access:

Email received today confirming that Graham Downes will ask for this to be dealt with a.s.a.p.
Additional car parking in Stottesdon:

Still no reply received from the landowner.

Telephone Box:

Following a call from the chairman requesting that I pass on information regarding purchasing the box to The Fighting Cocks I discovered that the SC have managed to retain the box with the phone due to poor mobile phone coverage in the area.  It is only Parish Councils that can purchase these boxes.

Litter:

Email received back from Old Vicarage Adventure Centre confirming that most purchases from their ‘tuck shop’ is consumed on site and that they regularly monitor and pick up litter near to their property and at Ginny Hole.  They will ask the staff to monitor the situation.

Accounts:

These have been handed to Val Hill, the Internal Auditor.

Insurance:

As per letter – the car park is automatically covered under our insurance policy.

Clarification was sought from S Cllr Shineton regarding the Lower Overton Operator’s Licence but this had not yet been dealt with.

Cllr Griffiths reported on the training session that she had attended with the Clerk regarding HMRC (which was a very poor presentation and not really aimed at Parish Councils) and External Audit which was an excellent presentation.  Cllr Griffiths suggested that all councillors be provided with a copy of the presentation and her notes and was pleased to report that all actions by the PC are in accordance with the regulations. Clerk will copy these for each Councillor.

Planning applications:

a) Erection of an agricultural building for storage of hay and straw - Oakfield, Bagginswood.  App.no: 10/01886/AGR.
b) Erection of an agricultural building for the storage of hay/straw/and winter feeds - Harcourt Farm, Chorley.  App.no: 108/02006/AGR.
These plans are both for agricultural buildings and although sent out to us they are in fact only ‘for information’.  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk sends back a letter stating that the ‘PC supports these applications as agriculture is an essential part of our local economy’.

Correspondence:

Reply from SC re: parish problems.

Clerk was asked to write to Brian Bennett and ask if the PC/Highways had any discretionary powers to put up cautionary signs where the PC considers the road to be dangerous (i.e. potholes etc).

S. Cllr explained the situation but it was RESOLVED to write to Brian Bennett and ask the question.

Speed cables have been put in at Sidbury and Clerk was asked to check the reason for this.
Reply from Aon re: car parking insurance – reported earlier.
The Clerk magazine – noted receipt.
SC – confirmation of co-opted Cllr – Declaration of members Interests required by 23rd May.
ALC – training session – Working in partnership with Shropshire Council – 21st June at Severn Centre, Highley – Cllrs Abbiss, Davies and Barratt asked for their names to be added to others already booked by Clerk.
ALC – email confirming new name.
SC email re: Poultry manure consultation:

After discussions it was RESOLVED to write confirming that the PC agrees with the document and that it appears that the rules are adhered to in our Parish. Copy to be sent to ALC.

SamDev dvd – SiteAllocations/Email from Tom Brettell re: Site Allocations

 It was RESOLVED to hold a public meeting for this and was provisionally booked for 16th June at Chorley Village Hall.  If this was not available then Clerk was instructed to ask Willowdene or the Old Vicarage Adventure Centre is they could accommodate this.
Flyers will be printed by Clerk and Councillors will deliver these as per the newsletters.

It was also agreed that S Cllr. Shineton chair this meeting. Clerk was also asked to send a copy of the flyer to Tom Brettell so that he is aware of what the PC is doing.

Severn Valley Country Park events June – posters will be put on notice board.

11.
Parish matters/problems:

a) Parish problems:

Comment was made that if the Leylandi hedge opposite Pound Piece is allowed to grow further out into the road this could cause problems as large vehicles are already driving round this.  Cllr Griffiths offered to talk to the owner regarding this matter.

Concern expressed once again about the lorries using the Overton road.  It is also understood that a meeting had been held with the adjoining Parish Council and Highways regarding this.

Clerk confirmed that Ann O’Leary had telephoned (by mistake) and they had a conversation about the parking outside the school.  After discussions regarding this it was RESOLVED that a map showing suggested parking areas is distributed. Clerk will print map and Cllrs Davies and Newsham will mark out parking areas.

b)  Parish Watch:

Cllr Hamilton-Russell declared a personal interest as co-ordinator.

Chairman had nothing to report but alerted everyone to the telephone scams.

Clerk had distributed ‘Explanation of variances’ to councillors which is to be sent in with the Annual return.  RESOLVED that this is accepted.

Cllr Abbiss reported that she had been elected as Chairman of ALC (previously SALC). The new Vice-Chair is David Beechey.
Work is continuing but progress is being made – Staffing review being carried out and a Policy meeting had been held today.

The next Area Committee is 29th June when there will be speakers from SC on Planning.  All welcome.
