
Stottesdon and Sidbury Parish Council
Parish Council meeting held in Chorley Village Hall on Monday 19th December 2011 at 7.00pm.

Clerk apologised for her late arrival which delayed the start of the meeting to 7.12pm.

Public participation:

Chairman explained that this was the time for parishioners to speak as once the full PC meeting began they would be unable to do so.

Mr Hill expressed his concern regarding the planning application for an extension to Firien Barn, Bardley Court, Bagginswood on the grounds of the size of the extension and parking problems.
Mr Grey, the applicant responded by saying that the reason for the extension was that space was needed to accommodate his family. He stated that the extension was not that large and there was still sufficient parking to allow vehicles to pull in and reverse out.

Chairman asked if the sewerage capacity was adequate and was told that this was a shared septic tank and was adequate.

Mr Hill responded that this was on his property and was already running to capacity.

Rachael Datlen from Chorley Playgroup confirmed that the quotes had been forwarded to Clerk but others were being obtained. The cost of the project is around £5,500 and they have already secured £1,500. They have been in touch with Shropshire Council regarding the proposals who have asked for sketches of the proposals.

The quote already forwarded to the PC is from an LEA Approved Contractor.

Other funding is being looked into.

Miranda Kingston spoke again on behalf of Stottesdon School. Miranda reiterated that the school site is tight for the number of children and that the facilities should not impede on the children’s education.

4 priorities include sports field and outdoor play, hall, family learning room, mini bus and to encourage wider community use.

The school are asking the PC for support and need the school facilities in the Parish Plan and suggested that a joint working party with the School and PC be set up to find solutions to the issues.

Joint application for funding is required, to include money in the precept and support from the PC.

Sport England grant already applied for and other sources being looked at.

The aim is to start a working party in January.

Chairman pointed out that the draft response to the SamDev document was to be discussed later and the school was very much part of the PC response. Chairman also pointed out that any CIL money received will suit this project. S Cllr Butler explained CIL to parishioners.

Clerk read out an email from SALC giving advice on the role the PC could take in assisting the School and Playgroup.

Chairman thanked all parishioners for attending and pointed out that they were very welcome to stay for the PC meeting.

3)
To confirm minutes of the meeting held on 28TH November 2011:
Cllr Abbiss asked that an amendment be made to item 12 SALC report adding to the last sentence ‘but parishes will have to fund enhancements by giving money back to Telford and Wrekin’.

It was RESOLVED that with this amendment the minutes be signed as a true record by the Chairman.

Matters Arising from the minutes

(a) Clerk’s progress report:

Emails were circulated this morning following the very sudden death of John Ward. As many of you know John was a very experienced Clerk and was Clerk’s mentor for her CiLCA and he also carried out many training sessions throughout the county – POWB at Chorley for our PC.  A sympathy card will be sent to his wife.

Road sweeping:

Email received confirming SC was in the area sweeping on 30/11 and is on approximate 3 month schedule.

Shop:

Cheque handed to David Boultwood. This was inc of VAT but no receipt has been received as yet.

Coins – Diamond Jubilee:

Ordered 150 coins – delivery approx 27th January. Cheque payable on receipt of coins.

Grit spinner:

Ordered/paid for/received and used by Willowdene.

Parking:

School notified Clerk that they had checked with the Police regarding the 3 points on driving licence if booked for parking in BUS STOP and they were told that this was not the case. Clerk has written to the Police asking about this and pointing out the continuing problem – email received back suggesting that Officers visit the School and talk to parents and include the children, but no mention of the 3 points so Clerk has checked this again. Clerk had emailed back to PC O’Leary for further information.
Last week while the school nativity play was being held cars completely blocked Glebe Drive and residents could not get in and out – the person responsible was spoken to but said that the school had told parents that they could park there. She was told that she should have parked sensibly.

Vehicles were parked with wheels on the grass – which is actually resident’s lawns! Realise that to have this amount of vehicles at any one time is unusual but it is very annoying when residents were blocked for over 1.5 hours.

If any of the emergency services needed to access Glebe Drive that day it would have been impossible.

The lady who blocked the drive suggested that perhaps the pub should be asked if their car park could be used in future.
5)
Planning applications: 

a) Erection of a single storey front extension – Firien Barn, Lower Bardley Court, Bagginswood:
Councillors had visited the site and points raised were:

· Size of extension

· Parking

· Felt that this blended in aesthetically but was doubling the floor space

· Felt site over developed

· Sewerage capacity

· As this is a barn conversion clarification of size allowed required.

· Newts in pool –survey carried out

After discussions it was RESOLVED that this application would not be supported until clarification received regarding the % of footprint allowed for barn conversions, capacity of septic tank and car parking provision.

Cllr Shineton did not take part in the discussions regarding this application only on procedures.

Cllr Walsh abstained from voting as she had not visited the site.

b) Erection of a two storey extension to side elevation – Bardley Cottage, Bagginswood
Councillors had visited the site.

It was felt that this was a small extension on a tiny cottage occupying a large plot and that the extension would enhance the property.
It was RESOLVED to support this application.

Cllr Shineton did not take part in the discussions.

Cllr Walsh abstained from voting as she had not visited the site.
c) Any others received after issue of agenda:
No further plans received.

d) Permissions/refusals:
Permission granted for Peggs Barn, Chorley.

At this point Cllr Barratt arrived giving apologies for late arrival due to personal circumstances.
6)
Stottesdon School:
Cllr Abbiss declared a personal interest as School Governor.
It was agreed to deal with item 7 Chorley Family Playgroup as the same agenda item as Stottesdon School.

Chairman felt that any plans ought to go ahead as more of the school site has been built on which has left less room around it. It was felt that members from the School/Playgroup be invited to join the parish Plan group as this would be a more effective way of working together with the Parish Plan group taking the lead. It was agreed that a meeting would be arranged for January and then details from this meeting could be provided at the January PC meeting. Cllr Parsons will arrange a meeting and notify all concerned.
Clerk once again referred to the email from SALC giving some advice on what the PC could do to help both the School and the Playgroup and highlighted that the PC could be challenged regarding any decisions made.

Chorley Family Playgroup:
Dealt with above.

8)
SamDev response:

Copies of this had been circulated to Councillors and Clerk handed out copies to parishioners.

With the agreement of full Council the Chairman closed the meeting at 8pm to allow Shropshire Cllr Butler to talk about this document.
Cllr Butler produced the map of the parish for use by the Parish Plan Group and he congratulated the group on the work carried out and made the following comments:

In the Core Strategy it states that clusters are natural settlements, i.e. Chorley, Stottesdon and Sidbury.
Identify clusters to include exception sites for affordable housing (adjacent to property in parish).

Consider single site – not develop in cluster

Can wait until Place Plans done but will not get CIL money

Funding: Rural Challenge Fund for Shropshire – approved the application for The Shop but not the money yet. SC aware that there is no match funding on the application form – precept?

School project referred back to CYPS and Cllr Motley will be shown around the school site/facilities.

Application to Rural Challenge Fund – Willowdene Farm – this has gone through – make sure this is linked with the shop to provide local produce.

Note – ‘Education facilities within community’ and ‘Health provision’.

Encourage economic development.

Broadband – DEFRA identifying rural ‘not spots’ and properties unable to get 2mgb.

Identify settlements not cluster.

School head commented that she did not want to see the Playgroup penalised due to school projects as they do pay rent to the school - cross talk to each other.


Cllr Butler once again praised the Parish Plan group for their work.

The meeting was reconvened at 8.22pm.

Branch sticking out of hedge at the top of Walton Bank – Clerk has asked Willowdene to remove this, but will remind them

Dr Bassett asked if the SC could be pressed to add the Stottesdon/Cleobury North road onto the primary gritting route. He has purchased a small snow blower for his own use to try to get out from his property.

Pavement at Station Road needs gritting when frosty – Clerk will ask Willowdene to do this.

Plastic recycling – bottles are blowing out of the boxes when it is windy. Clerk will put an item in the next newsletter asking parishioners to make sure that heavier boxes are put on top to prevent bottles/papers being blown around.
