3.
To confirm minutes of the meeting held on 17th May 2010:

These had been circulated with the agenda and it was RESOLVED to accept these as a true record.  Chairman signed the minutes.

4.
Matters arising from minutes:

a) Clerk’s progress report:

Clerk had circulated email received from Chorley Village Hall Chairman together with the accounts.  These did show the money for the sale of the laptops but not the expenditure for the projector, which it is understood was purchased with the money from the sale of the laptops. The printer has not been transferred to Willowdene as yet.  After discussions it was RESOLVED that the Clerk contacts SC asking them to clarify the situation regarding the sale/return of the laptops with regards to the licences belonging to SC on them.
P3 Group:

Clerk had forwarded emails to Councillors received from SC together with a copy of the P3 agreement. After discussions it was RESOLVED that the Clerk emails back to Phil Betts pointing out the clause in the agreement where money has to be accounted for, therefore SC should have copies of the P3 group accounts.

Clerk handed to Cllrs Davies and Newsham maps of Glebe Drive showing parking areas which could be used for parents.  
Confirmation email received acknowledging comments re: Poultry Manure document.

Leylandi hedge cut back outside property in the village.

Dr’s surgery disabled access has now been corrected to the satisfaction of everyone concerned.  Thanks expressed by the Griffiths family for this work.  Clerk had already passed on their thanks to Graham Downes.

5.
Planning applications:

a) Erection of a single storey extension – Lower Chorley Farm, Chorley:
Cllr Davies declared a personal interest as client of the Equestrian Centre.

After discussions it was RESOLVED to support this application as it was felt that this was not detrimental to the property and that the extension will enhance the listed building.

b) Application under section 73a of the Town & Country Planning Act for the change of use from livery to workshop (retrospective) – Lower Chorley Farm, Chorley. 
Cllr Davies declared a personal interest as client of the Equestrian Centre.
After discussions it was RESOLVED to thoroughly support this application s it was a rural business with exceptional craftsmanship skills.
c) Erection of agricultural building for the storage of machinery, feed store and animal (horse) shelter – Land adjoining crown Cottages and opposite Roseacre, Chorley.

After discussions it was RESOLVED to accept these retrospective plans as it was felt that this was an improvement to the original building.

d) Works to facilitate rebuilding of rear gable elevations and chimney stack and reinstatement of clay tiles roof to front elevation – Bagginswood Farm, Bagginswood.
After discussions it was RESOLVED to support this application and ask that this is dealt with urgently in order to preserve this listed building.  The applicants are aware that there is a bat colony and appropriate and adequate provision for the bats has been made.

e) Any others received after issue of the agenda:

No further applications received.

F) Inspector’s report – The Firs, Billingsley Lane, Chorley:

Clerk had forwarded this to all Councillors and it had been well received that the Inspector had refused the removal of the agricultural tie.  It is now understood that Enforcement notice has been sent out (6 months to vacate the property) otherwise prosecution will take place.

6.
Correspondence:

SC – Road closure – Bagginswood/Kinlet road – 21st July for 2 days

SC – Road closure – Bagginswood/Six Ashes road – 30th August for 5 days

SC - Winter Maintenance – After discussions it was RESOLVED to write back confirming that the PC had good results from Willowdene last year and they had been re-engaged for a further 12 months. Close liaison between Willowdene and SC Highways should also be requested and to ensure that there is enough grit/salt available. It was also agreed to put an item in the newsletter asking parishioners for suggestions for grit bins.  The reply to this letter will be held over until after the next meeting.
Wicksteed Leisure – Play equipment inspection – RESOLVED that the Clerk arrange for the inspections to take place at the PC expense. Cllr Abbiss declared a personal interest as School Governor.
ALC Area Committee nomination papers – Chairman/Vice-chairman – RESOLVED to nominate Mrs Rosemary Abbiss to continue as Chairman. Cllr Abbiss declared a personal interest as ALC Chairman.
SC – Posters re: Education and School organisation in the future – will be put on notice boards etc.
SC – Indian Antics and kite display 28th July – posters will be put on notice boards.

Invite to Rev Colin Resch Licensing service at Church 13th July

Receipt received from Aon re: insurance renewal.

Severn Centre, Highley – July Events Information – will be put on notice boards.

SC – What is Childcare Sufficiency Assessment 2011? – Noted receipt. This is regarding the amount of Child minders in the area and the possibility of running a ‘before and after’ school (8am-6pm) is being looked into by the Playgroup.

SC – Samdev dispensation from Standards Committee – clerk copied the letter for all Councillors. This confirmed that Cllrs with any prejudicial interest were ok at this stage of consultations.

7.
Follow up of meeting held on 16th June at Chorley Village Hall:

Clerk copied for each Councillor the reply which had been sent to SC and this will be made available on the PC website. It was felt that this was a very successful meeting and positive comments had been received from parishioners.

Items for the PC to follow up are:

Sewerage Plant at Chorley:  Local residents say that 6/8 lorries have been at this plant every 2/3 weeks - why? Detailed clarification should also be requested as to the spare capacity of the plant.

Conservation Area, Stottesdon:  Photovoltaic panels should be allowed to be used on properties within the Conservation Area – S. Cllr Shineton is following this up and this can be brought up at the ALC Area meeting tomorrow night.  Clerk was also asked to write to Rob Mills – Planning.

Weight restriction on bridges – Clerk was asked to write to John Williams (SC) pointing out that this matter has been raised and would be grateful for any help/advice on this matter.

School Playing field and Glebe Drive grassed area – request that this should be classed as a ‘green area’.  Clerk was asked to write to Jake Berriman regarding this.

District Nurses – it would be very helpful of these could be located at Stottesdon again.

8.
Health Document – Single Equality sites (emailed to Councillors):

After discussions it was agreed to write back to the PCT along the lines of:
Council agrees with and indeed always works constructively with prospective partners to obtain the best level of delivery of public services of whatever discipline for our electorate. 
In our scattered rural area the voluntary sector help to provide and balance the often unequal access to health care. 
The consultation document was repetitive, confusing and over long. We sincerely hope that the finished policy document will be precise and concise to enable staff to read and absorb the information in a timely manner. 
The intrusive probing into staff religious belief/gender profile was considered excessive.
9.
Parish matters/problems:

a) Parish problems:
A request for the few branches that are protruding from the hedge around The Bull Ring be cut back – Clerk will speak to Mr Simmonds.

Drains down Prescott need digging out.

Repairs round Riddings Lane – left worst area!

Repairs around the corner at The Highlands need attention.

Playgroup requesting a link from the PC website to theirs – agreed and also an item will be put in the newsletter asking if other local organisations would like a link putting to their website.

Clerk was asked to write to PCT asking for the reinstatement of the theatre at Bridgnorth Hospital.

b) Parish Watch:

Cllr Hamilton-Russell declared a personal interest as co-ordinator.
2 benches stolen from Burwarton Cricket ground.

Parishioner’s caravan stolen from Arley.

Corries at Ferney Hall, Chorley reported to clerk that the chain had been cut on their gate but nothing stolen.

c) Glebe Drive sign:

This had been erected by SC at no cost to the PC. Clerk had thanked SC for this.

It was agreed that Clerk print off a flyer to be delivered to the residents in Glebe Drive (Cllr Davies agreed to deliver these) reminding everyone that the car parking bays are for ‘visitors to the village and not for permanent resident parking’ and that residents should use the long term existing parking bays. A flyer will also be sent to parents reminded them to use the appropriate parking and not to block drives etc.

Comments had also been received that some drivers of the Lacon Childe school bus still continue to turn on the Burnt Pitt corner.  It was RESOLVED to write to R & B Travel with a copy to SC (Education and Transport) asking drivers to turn in Glebe Drive.

d) Flashing Speed sign provision:

The LJC are looking into purchasing a sign which could be used in the different parishes, if supported.

After discussions it was RESOLVED to write to Tom Brettell expressing the PC’s interest subject to a further speed study being carried out in the parish and confirmation of costs involved to PC.  Clerk will ask SC if the speed cables could be put  in Station Road to assess the speed of vehicles travelling on this stretch of road – which might be higher that from Burnt Pitt/School area.

Clerk was also asked to query the situation of a speed limit in Chorley.

10.
Financial matters:

a) Outstanding payments:

c) Internal Audit:

Clerk had given each Cllr a copy of the report – attached. It was RESOLVED to accept this report.
Mrs Hill had drawn up a new Excel spreadsheet for the Clerk to use which puts everything in order.

Clerk was asked to write to write to Mrs Hill thanking her for her work.

Mrs Hill also suggested to Clerk that the Lengthsman Scheme accounts should state the hours worked on all invoices – Clerk will ask Matt Home to carry out this request on future invoices.
d) Personnel meeting report (verbal):

This contains personal information and is therefore not in the public domain.

e) Internet Banking:

Mrs Hill also noticed during the internal audit that the PC had requested Internet Access for the Clerk and after being given the information by the Clerk suggested that the PC follow this up once again.  Clerk had been in touch with LloydsTSB and had forms for Cllrs to sign.  It was RESOLVED that the PC applies once again in order that the Clerk can access the accounts for balance/statement purposes only.

Newsletter delivery areas:

The areas need to be looked at as Cllr Shineton has delivered all Bagginswood when some Cllrs have not delivered any at all.

Cllr Griffiths agreed to deliver Wrickton/Stanley area.

Cllr Abbiss – Sidbury/The Highlands

Suggested that perhaps Cllr Home and Barratt could delivery Chorley – Cllr Davies agreed to delivery this time as neither Cllrs were present at the meeting.

Cllr Parsons will deliver Station Road area.

Cllr Shineton agreed to delivery all Bagginswood again.

Cllr Davies and Newsham will continue to deliver their usual round.

Cllr Hamilton-Russell will continue to deliver his normal round.

12.
ALC report:

Cllr Abbiss declared a personal interest as Chairman.
Cllr Abbiss (Chairman of ALC) reported that changes are being made to ALC and that staffing is to be cut from 3 to 2 – County Secretary (full time) and Admin. Assistant (30 hours) – this is out for consultation at present.
Cllr Shineton thanked Cllr Abbiss for the work she had carried out for ALC.
Area Committee meeting tomorrow night is the AGM and will include a Planning presentation.

Shropshire Cllrs report:

S Cllr Shineton gave a brief report and figures on the 2 budget briefings held recently. 

 It is proposed that Council Tax is frozen next year; equalisation ‘put on hold’; pay increase frozen except for teachers under £21,000 (£250 per year increase).
