Public participation:

A letter sent in to SC from Mr and Mrs Evans was read out. 6 of the parishioners present were representing Stottesdon School together with the Architect. 
The following queries were raised:

· Colour of render on walls – this will be sympathetic to area

· Numbers on roll -99 now 97 in September although this is not the final umber. Enquiries received for places at the school but they are unable to accommodate these children due to lack of spaces. With a 4th classroom another 8 children could be accommodated.
· Playgroup does not anticipate an increase but the wrap around care (before and after school) the playgroup provides could increase due to a local childminder retiring.

· Concern expressed regarding congestion on car park – staggered collection from playgroup by people using the wrap around care in the evenings.

· Playgroup/baby will be situated on the 1st floor of the new hall with wrap around using present playgroup facilities.

· 80% of children from the catchment area.

· Parking – School will make sure that congestion is well managed.

· Lines painted on existing SC car park protecting residents access, including disabled access, to the properties.

· School hall – idea is not provide an income.

· Roof of new building kept as low as possible to reduce impact on neighbours.

· Playgroup numbers at present – 58 (22 preschool) the rest being wrap around with a maximum of 20 children every night of the week. 24-25 children on roll.

· Heating – ground source heating.

· New owners of the School House were aware of these plans when purchasing the property.

Another resident asked about the plans for the Fox and Hounds – this would be discussed later as an agenda items but the resident was advised to make any further comments direct to SC.

Cllr Millington had declared an interest took no part in the discussions and left the room.

After discussions it was RESOLVED that the plans are approved with the following comments being made:

Councillors support this application for a much needed building but would ask for the following points to be taken into consideration:

A) Would like to see the small piece of wall at the entrance to the School House and the proposed site retained. This was obviously built as the boundary wall for the school and school house.
B) Car parking is a real problem at the school. It is felt that the small car park owned by Shropshire Council will become further congested particularly at the drop off/collection times causing further problems for children's safety and for other residents.
C) Access should be available at all times for residents who access their properties from this car park and the disabled access should be protected.
D) If hedges/trees are drastically trimmed this will affect the screening of the building to neighbouring properties.
E) The colour of the rendering of this new building should be given careful consideration so as to blend in with adjacent buildings in this Conservation Area.
