Election of Officers:

Chairman:

No further nominations were received and it was RESOLVED that Cllr Barratt be re-elected as Chairman. Cllr Barratt signed her declaration of Acceptance of Office.

Vice Chairman:
Nominations were requested and after discussions it was RESOLVED that Cllr Young be elected as Vice-Chairman. Cllr Young signed the declaration of Acceptance of Office.

Matters Arising from the minutes:
(a) Progress report from Clerk:
Chorley road repairs: (emails received from SC:
We wish to make you aware of essential carriageway resurfacing work that is programmed to take place in your area in High Green, Near Billingsley. The work is programmed to commence on 10/05/2017 to 17/05/2017 under a Closure 1 Phase and Diversion route. This work is a continuation of the resurfacing works carried out in February 2017.

This site has been identified via a combination of local engineering judgment and asset management data as being in need of essential maintenance. The site forms part of a countywide programme of resurfacing schemes, in order to deliver the work in the most efficient and cost effective way.
Road to be closed: Yew Tree Farm to Ferny Hall, Rays Bridge, High Green
Date and duration: Closed on 10/11/12/15/16 and 17th May 2017

Purpose: Safety concerns and some remedial works

Applicant: Mouchel

As road repairs were being discussed Cllr Shineton suggested that Cllrs look at schemes which need carrying out in the parish and to report back to her by the end of August in order for these to be considered in the next  programme.
Walton Bank/Bagginswood road junction is breaking up and potholes.

Honeysuckle Brook road – some work has been carried out but it may be that no further work will be carried out as an alternative route can be used.

 SC - Parish problems response:
·         Sidbury – potholes still have not been filled and are quite deep.-  Defects have been filled from Lower House farm to Horsford. Jobs still live for Brooksmeeting to Sidbury and Sidbury to Highlands. A further order has now been issued for the area around Rectory Farm.
·         Wribley Bank – potholes – Order issued for defects along this stretch following monthly carriageway inspections.
·         Hollow at the bottom of Walton/Bakers Bank – potholes – Again order issued following Routine monthly inspections.
We note that some have been cut/patched recently.

Although not in our parish but at Wheathill by the War memorial junction if you turn left there towards Wheathill (on the narrow road, not the main road) apparently the road has ‘heaved’ up in the middle and one of our Cllrs has damaged her petrol tank on it. Can you have a look at this urgently if you are not already aware of it. – I have passed this onto Phil James in Craven Arms Depot for his attention.

Chairman thanked Cllr Shineton for her report. Clerk asked Cllr Shineton if she would be staying for item 11c and 11d. It was RESOLVED to bring this item forward.

11c)
Fox and Hounds car park update:

Clerk confirmed the following:

· Email received today from DCLG requesting further information and that the PC carried out a survey of the whole parish to ascertain that there was support for the precept being increased to cover the car park loan repayments. Clerk confirmed that she had answered the queries and after looking at the paperwork discovered that £5000 had been put in the precept this year to cover the 1st year’s repayments and all residents had received their Council Tax demands highlighting the increase with no complaints. With this information Mr Khan is happy to approve the borrowing application and confirmation will follow. It was RESOLVED that the Clerk deals with this when received.
· Email received from Williams, Solicitors pointing out that the £300 paid by bank transfer had not been received. On checking the bank account this had not been paid as Clerk had paid this by bank transfer again and Williams confirmed receipt. It was RESOLVED by Cllrs that this was acceptable and agreed the payment via bank transfer.
· Email from Solicitors asking what specific questions they should be asking Mrs Horton. It was RESOLVED that they should ask about ROW/Boundaries/sewerage/services/septic tank.
