a) Parish problems:

· Sidbury potholes

· Broadband in some parts of the parish still very slow/not on fibre. Clerk will email Ben Walker for an update.

· Road at Wheathill by the monument ‘heaved up’ in the middle and caused damage to a vehicle.

b) Parish Watch:

· Fletcher’s at Bagginswood had had sheds broken into with fuel cans stolen.

Cllr Young offered to take over from Cllr Hamilton-Russell and send/receive information. Clerk will contact Brian.

 c) Fox and Hounds car park update/decision:
Clerk reported that the owner had agreed to sell this plot of land to the Parish Council for £80,000. Donations promised amounted to £30,000. A Public Works Loan will be applied for £45,000 which leaves a shortfall of £5,000 which Cllrs agreed to take from reserves. There would be other costs including Solicitors fees, ground work etc and other offers of support had been received. Councillors felt that as the donations already promised covered the bulk of the money then no further offers would be accepted at present. Once this has been transferred into the PC ownership then serious thought should be given to adequate signage to prevent permanent resident parking.
It was RESOLVED that the Clerk obtains 2/3 quotes from Solicitors then go with best price and to apply for the PWL through DCLG.
d) Local lettings policy – STAR Housing:
As the last property in Stottesdon had been let to a family from Birmingham via Homepoint when a local family is faced with eviction it had been suggested that the PC ask for a ‘local letting policy’ is asked on the remaining STAR Housing properties. Cllr Abbiss briefly explained about Shropshire Rural Housing policy. It was RESOLVED to write to STAR Housing asking if this was possible.
