To confirm minutes of the meeting held on 1st March 2017:

Clerk pointed out that Cllr Hill had contacted her as his abstention from voting on the planning item 5b had not been recorded and Clerk had added this to the minutes, together with an alteration to item 6  SALC report to ‘Madeley’ Town Council not Wrekin. · Potholes under Yew Tree by The Moon House and at the bottom of the bank.

· Pothole bottom of Almshouse Bank

· Assume Chorley not yet finished as several sections have been left either side of ramps.

· Top of Walton Bank towards Bagginswood road breaking up badly and numerous deep potholes.

· Potholes on Walton/Bakers Bank in particular in the bottom.

· Wribley Bank

· Pickthorn Lane potholes

· Potholes in Sidbury and large pothole between Lower House towards main road at Deuxhill

· Pothole between Highlands and Pickthorn

· Fingerpost  (arrow pointing to Stottesdon) hanging at Sidbury 

· No depth marker at Honeysuckle Ford going from the Hardwickforge end.

· Potholes along Honeysuckle Lane – dangerous

· Damaged sign left on the side of the road in The Desserts following the roadworks.
