Annual Parish Meeting Report


Stottesdon CofE Primary continues to be a thriving, over subscribed school (currently 94 pupils).   As a school, we continue to run four classes (R/Y1; Y2/3; Y4/5; Y6) and have welcomed new staff into our team.  Quality of teaching and learning continues to be at a high level with pupil progress in the top 10% of schools nationally. 

The curriculum is exciting and, although a small school, we provide a breadth of opportunity e.g. range of music lessons; ensemble playing; sports participation; academic success; wide ranging enrichment; dramatic productions/concerts.  

We value our place in the community and as such enjoy our strong links with the church with celebrations at Harvest, Easter and not forgetting our Christmas productions.


 Our development plan prioritises continuing to meet children’s individual needs with a particular focus on raising standards to the new national expectations and redesigning Early Years Provision.  As part of the latter, Chorley Family Playgroup will become part of the school during the summer term.  The school will provide provision from 2 – 11 (including before/after and holiday childcare). 

We continue to problem solve the severe lack of appropriate facilities (hall, kitchen, appropriate classrooms and additional teaching spaces).  This is now urgent and the Shropshire Gateway Educational Trust and Diocese are supporting us in seeking solutions as soon as possible.
